Minutes

Call to order:  roll call
Chairman Chuck Roberts called the meeting to order at 7:08 p.m.  Answering the call were members Dave Brathal and Gary Hines. It was noted that members Rod Anderson and Mike Yell were absent.  A quorum was present and the meeting had been duly noticed.  Also in attendance was Village Clerk, Melissa Luedke.
Approval of the minutes:  September 10, 2013
MOTION (Hines/Roberts) to approve the September 10, 2013 meeting minutes as written.  Motion carried.  
Public Hearing – Jeff and Debra Badman, 925 Crown Court North
MOTION (Hines/Brathal) to open the public hearing at 7:10 p.m.  Motion carried. 

Applicant Jeff and Debra Badman appeared with their son-in-law, Jeremy Saltzman.  The applicants appeared last month for a variance request to construct a deck but it was denied.  The applicants re-filed a new variance request with amended dimensions of the deck.  Jeff Badman requested to build a 12’ x 26’ foot deck 18 feet from the property line, a variance of 7 feet.  Mr. Badman presented some additional photos of the property.  Hines stated there was a lengthy discussion at the last hearing and he does not have any further questions.
MOTION (Hines/Brathal) to close the public hearing at 7:15 p.m.  Motion carried.
Roberts reviewed the guidelines which the applicants responded to in their application.  The property at 900 6th Street N., owned by Bardill, is currently zoned light commercial.  The deck adjoins this property and would not affect the commercial property. Hines stated the new application is a more modest variance.  The design of the house was constructed to include a deck and the deck does not create harm to the community.  In reference to the previous discussion last month regarding property lines and shape of the lot, Hines stated that to not allow the construction of the deck limits the property, value and utility.  This allows for a useable deck without an extreme variance.  MOTION (Hines/Brathal) to approve the variance application as applied for in the new application.  Motion approved on a roll call vote of 3-0.  Hines-yes, Brathal-yes, Roberts-yes.

MOTION (Brathal/Hines) to adjourn the meeting at 7:23 p.m.  Motion carried.
